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Introduction 
 
The Program Accountability Measures (PAM) Report presents the annual assessment and 
ranking of Florida’s residential juvenile justice programs based on recidivism and program cost 
effectiveness.  Mandated by Florida Statute 985.412(4)(a)(b), the PAM Report is designed to 
evaluate the performance of juvenile justice programs that provide care, custody and treatment 
for youth committed to the Florida Department of Juvenile Justice (DJJ).  The methodology 
employed in the PAM has been recognized by the National Center for Juvenile Justice (NCJJ) as 
a best practice in the use of juvenile justice data.  In addition, the Florida PAM model has 
advanced to the second round of the 2005 Harvard University Innovations in American 
Government Awards Program (only five are selected nationally each year).  The report is 
produced by the Justice Research Center (JRC), Inc., under contract with the Florida Department 
of Juvenile Justice. 
 
The Florida Department of Juvenile Justice has established itself as a national leader in juvenile 
justice program evaluation and accountability.  In 2004, DJJ officially commenced the statewide 
What Works Initiative designed to reduce recidivism by moving all programs towards operating 
in accordance with the principals of effective evidence-based interventions.  The PAM model is 
an important component in the process of program accountability and the initial step in 
identifying the relative effectiveness of programs in reducing youths’ return to the system.  The 
purpose of the PAM Report is to assess residential commitment programs serving youth in 
Florida in terms of both recidivism outcomes and cost effectiveness.  The juvenile court has the 
discretion to commit a youth who is adjudicated delinquent to the Department under Section 
985.231 Florida Statutes.  The court designates a restrictiveness level to which the youth will be 
committed based on the nature of the offense, security concerns, and treatment issues.  
Subsection 985.03 (45) Florida Statutes, defines residential commitment level as “…the level of 
custody provided by programs that service the custody and care needs of committed children.”  
The levels include, in ascending order of restrictiveness:  low-risk, moderate-risk, high-risk and 
maximum-risk residential programs.1
 
The desired outcome of juvenile justice programs is to reduce future offending in a cost-effective 
manner.  However, by legislative and program design, programs serve youth whose risk to  
re-offend varies widely.  These factors affect the likelihood that youth will recidivate.  A simple 
comparison of program recidivism rates does not take these factors into account.  In fact, such a 
method would unfairly penalize programs that serve the most challenging youth.  It is therefore 
important that outcome measurement take into consideration the risk factors that influence the 
likelihood of re-offending for the youth released from each program. 
 
The PAM model takes into account the risk factors of the youth released from each program and 
estimates the probability of those youth recidivating.  In so doing, it is possible to calculate how 
well a program is expected to perform based on the risk of re-offending of the youth released by 
the program, and to compare this to how well those youth actually performed after release.  This 
ensures that programs serving more difficult youth are not held to inequitable standards due to

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the higher risk of re-offending of the youth they serve, and provides a realistic measure of 
program effectiveness for those programs serving less challenging youth.  For definitions of 
methodology terms used in the report, see Appendix 1. 
 
A PAM score is calculated for each program to provide a program rank based on its effectiveness 
and cost relative to other commitment programs.  The PAM score is derived from a formula 
based on:  (1) effectiveness as measured by reduced re-offending and (2) cost per youth 
completing the program. 
 
The current report presents results for programs that released at least 15 youth during the  
two-year period between July 1, 2001 and June 30, 2003.  Excluding programs that released 
fewer than 15 youth ensures that small sample sizes do not threaten the reliability of results.  For 
a listing of programs that released less than 15 youth during the two-year period, see Appendix 2, 
Programs Not Included in PAM Score Calculations. 
 

Data and Methodology 
 
Data Sources 
 
Data were compiled from the Department of Juvenile Justice Information System (JJIS), the 
Florida Department of Law Enforcement’s Florida Criminal Information Center (FCIC) and the 
Florida Department of Corrections (DC).  The JJIS system was used to identify 16,054 youth 
who completed residential programs during the two-year period between July 1, 2001 and  
June 30, 2003.  Demographic data for these youth, as well as their offense histories, were 
obtained from JJIS.  Youth who subsequently re-offended were identified through both juvenile 
offense records in JJIS and, for those who reached 18 years of age during the follow-up period or 
had a case handled in adult court, through adult records in FCIC and DC.  Recidivism is defined 
here as a subsequent juvenile adjudication, adjudication withheld or adult conviction for an 
offense that occurred within one year of a youth’s release to the community or a conditional 
release program. 
 
Program results are presented for the 151 residential programs that released at least 15 youth 
during the two-year period.  Scores are reported for some programs that have closed because 
PAM scores are now incorporated in past performance criteria used in contracting new programs.  
Programs that did not release any youth in FY 2002-03 are not included, as there is no additional 
information and their program ratings were previously reported in the 2004 PAM Report.  For a 
listing of closed programs see Appendix 2, Programs Not Included in PAM Score Calculations. 
 
Methodology 
 
Each year, the Department hosts a Common Definitions meeting to outline the methodology for 
calculating outcome measures for departmental reporting.  This methodology is carefully 
considered and developed by key juvenile justice policymakers and providers including DJJ, the 
Justice Research Center, the Legislature, the Governor’s Office, the Office of Program Planning 
and Government Accountability (OPPAGA), the Office of Economic and Demographic 
Research, contracted providers and other juvenile justice stakeholders.  In a continual effort to 
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improve measurement and program review, participants at the Common Definition meetings 
discuss potential additions to analyses and reporting.  While consistency in measurement over 
time is a primary objective, there are times when changes are introduced in a given year’s PAM 
report (e.g., reporting changes stemming from the Department’s reorganization whereby  
non-residential programs were re-classified as probation facilities beginning in 2000). 
 
In response to the 2004 Common Definitions meeting, a number of formatting changes have 
been introduced to ease interpretation of findings, provide a breakdown of programs by gender 
and provide charts depicting trends over the last four years.  The information in this report is 
presented in terms of recidivism, rather than success rates. While this does not affect the 
analyses, it is important note that when presenting the information in terms of recidivism, a 
negative percent difference indicates that the program performed better than expected.  
Additional risk factors2 were also available for the first time in the management information 
system for a large percentage of the youth.  While it is necessary to have data for all youth to 
include these measures in the PAM analyses, a supplemental report will be prepared explaining 
these new risk factors, their association with recidivism and the need to continue the 
Department’s efforts to incorporate these measures into program accountability evaluation in 
years to come.  Such changes and improvements to methodology are reported below when 
applicable. 
 
Calculating the PAM Score 
 
The PAM Score is comprised of a program recidivism effectiveness measure and a cost 
effectiveness measure.  Program recidivism effectiveness is the standardized difference between 
the programs’ expected recidivism and observed recidivism.  Cost effectiveness is measured as 
the standardized difference between each program’s average cost per youth completing the 
program and the statewide average cost per completion of $34,083. 
 
Program Effectiveness Measure 
 
As noted above, program effectiveness examines the difference between the program’s expected 
recidivism (based on the characteristics of the youth in the program) and observed recidivism.  
An estimate of expected recidivism is calculated for each program based on the risk factors of 
youth released, plus or minus a margin of error (99% confidence interval).  A 99% confidence 
interval is defined as the range of values that, 99 times out of 100, can be expected to contain the 
number being estimated.  This interval, referred to here as the expected recidivism range, is 
compared to how well the program actually performed, or the observed recidivism rate.  The size 
of a confidence interval is related to the number of youth released by a program.  Smaller 
programs have larger confidence intervals and larger programs have smaller intervals.  The 
difference between a program’s expected recidivism range and its observed recidivism rate 
provides a measure of the impact the program had on reducing recidivism. 

                                                      
2 These risk factors were obtained from newly created JJIS extracts of the DJJ Detention Risk Assessment 
Instrument (DRAI), Supervision Risk Classification Instrument (SRCI) and the Massachusetts Youth Screening 
Instrument (MAYSI). Variables include measures of substance abuse, mental health, victimization and neglect and 
environmental correlates, such as community violence. 
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Logistic regression analysis was used to determine which risk factors, available in the JJIS data 
for all youth, were associated with recidivism.  The following factors were identified as 
statistically significant predictors of re-offending for the 16,054 youth released from residential 
programs in Florida between July 1, 2001 and June 30, 2003: 
 
 Risk Factors Identified by the 

Predictive Model  

1. Age at release from program 
2. Gender 
3. Number of prior referrals 
4. Race 
5. Region of state where youth resides 
6. Prior felony property adjudication 
7. Prior misdemeanor adjudications 
8. Prior sex offender referral 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Three demographic variables were significantly related to the likelihood that a youth would 
recidivate: age at release from program, gender, and race.  Consistent with the research literature, 
younger offenders were more likely to be recidivists than older youth, when controlling for the 
other variables in the model.  Males and non-white youths were more likely than females and 
white youth to recidivate.   
 
Measures of the nature and extent of prior offending were strong predictors of recidivism.  The 
more delinquency referrals a youth had in the past, the more likely he or she was to recidivate 
within one year of release.  Youth with a history of felony property crimes were more likely to 
be recidivists than those involved with other crimes (e.g., person offenses, drug offenses).  The 
odds of re-offending were significantly higher for chronic misdemeanants (youth with three or 
more prior misdemeanor adjudications) than for those with fewer or no prior misdemeanor 
adjudications.  While few juveniles have a history of sex offending, those who did were 
significantly less likely than those without such histories to re-offend within one year of release 
from the program.  
 
The region of the state where the youth resides continued to be a significant predictor of 
recidivism in Florida.  Youth residing in the northwest, northeast and west were significantly 
more likely than youth who resided in the south or east to recidivate.  It is not clear why these 
geographic variations exist, although arrest practices, local legal cultures and rural/urban 
differences may account for some of the differences. 
 
Hierarchical Linear Modeling (HLM) was used to calculate the probability of recidivism 
(subsequent adjudications or convictions) for the 151 residential programs that released 15 or 
more youth in FY 2001-02 and FY 2002-03.  HLM is the appropriate statistical technique for 
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effectively predicting recidivism at the program level while controlling for the individual 
characteristics of the youth in each program. 
 
The confidence interval for expected recidivism was used to answer the following question:  
“How large a difference between the expected recidivism rate and the observed rate is necessary 
to be 99 percent confident that the difference is not due to random error?” 
 
The expected recidivism range allows for a comparison between expected and observed 
recidivism taking into account an estimate of random error in the measure of expected 
recidivism.  Subtracting a program’s observed recidivism rate from the upper or lower limits of 
the confidence interval for expected recidivism allows an assessment of the effect of each 
program in reducing re-offending. For definitions of terms used in the analyses, see Appendix 1.   
 
Program Cost Measure 
 
Program cost per completion is calculated by dividing total expenditures for each program by the 
number of youth completing the program during FY 2001-02 and FY 2002-03.  At annual 
Common Definitions meetings there has been deliberation over whether the programs' total 
expenditures should include school funding.  A number of participants maintained that program 
costs should not include school funding.  It was argued that school monies would be uniformly 
allocated to youth regardless of their incarceration in a juvenile justice facility and, therefore, 
should not be included as an element of the costs incurred to serve these youth.  Given these 
arguments, an important change to this year’s report is the removal of school funding from the 
programs’ overall two-year expenditure calculations.  Program total costs are therefore defined 
as all DJJ expenditures plus all other sources of government funding including all state, local and 
federal monies, excluding school board funding, for FY 2001-02 and FY 2002-03.  In calculating 
PAM scores, each program’s average cost per completion is compared to this year's statewide 
average cost per completion of $34,083.   
 
The PAM Score:  Combining Cost and Effectiveness Measures 
 
The PAM score combines the cost and effectiveness measures, as defined above.  The PAM 
score is the sum of the program effectiveness measure weighted by a factor of two-thirds and the 
program cost measure weighted by a factor of one-third.3  This year’s scores range from 27 to 
100.  By standardizing the scores on a scale from 1 to 100, the PAM scores are comparable to 
academic grades.  A score between 90 and 100, for example, could be considered an "A," below 
60, an "F" and so forth.   
 
Limitations 
 
The expected recidivism measure developed in this study explains a portion of the variation in 
recidivism.  The remainder of the difference between observed recidivism and expected 
recidivism is due to program effects and to the effects of unmeasured factors.  In addition to the

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 predictors identified in this year’s model, other factors were examined but were either too highly 
correlated with significant variables in the model or failed to remain statistically significant in 
the final models.  A comprehensive listing of all variables examined in this year's analyses is 
presented in Appendix 3.   
 
For a number of years, many have noted the need to incorporate other factors potentially related 
to the seriousness of offenders handled by programs, in controlling for relative risk of offenders 
served.  For example, individuals have stressed the need to control for the number of youth 
served by the program with mental health issues or serious substance abuse problems.  To that 
end, the Department and JRC have been committed to incorporating other variables and 
determined that such data could be gleaned from JJIS risk and assessment instruments.  This year 
for the first time, those data were extracted for a sample of the 16,054 youth released from 
residential programs.  While it is necessary to have data for all youth to include these measures 
in the PAM analyses, a supplemental report will be developed of these analyses, findings, and 
actions needed to incorporate such measures into future PAM reports and program evaluation.

Expected recidivism measures are designed to assist in evaluating program outcomes and not for 
predicting outcomes for specific youth.  They are not intended for individual prediction and are 
not valid for that purpose. 
 

Findings 
 
Results of the Program Accountability Measures analyses are presented in the tables that follow. 
The initial table summarizes the overall findings by grouping all 151 programs within their 
resulting program and costs effectiveness categories (see below for category descriptions).  In 
general, scores are presented in three ways: 

1) By gender (of program youth served) and in descending order of PAM score; 

2) By restrictiveness level (low, moderate, high, and maximum) in descending order of 
program effectiveness; and, 

3) By program effectiveness in ascending order of cost. 
 
Program Effectiveness Categories 
 
Programs are divided into one of five categories based on the standardized difference between 
their expected recidivism range and their observed recidivism rates as follows: 
 

• Highly Effective Programs:  These programs are defined as having observed recidivism 
rates that are more than one standard deviation below the lower limit of the expected 
recidivism range.  Thirteen percent (n=19) of the programs fell into this category. 

• Effective Programs:  These programs are defined as having observed recidivism rates that 
are up to one standard deviation below the lower limit of the expected recidivism range.  
Seven percent (n=11) of the programs fell into this category. 
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• Average Programs:  These programs are defined as having observed recidivism rates that 
are within the expected recidivism range.  Sixty-six percent (n=100) of the programs fell 
into this category. 

• Below Average Programs:  These programs are defined as having observed recidivism 
rates that are up to one standard deviation above the upper limit of the expected 
recidivism range.  Seven percent (n=10) of the programs fell into this category. 

• Least Effective Programs:  These programs are defined as having observed recidivism 
rates that are more than one standard deviation above the upper limit of the expected 
recidivism range.  Seven percent (n=11) of the programs fell into this category. 

 
Cost Categories 
 
Each program’s average cost per completion is compared to the statewide average cost per 
completion of $34,083.  Programs are divided into one of the following cost per completion 
categories:     
 

• Low Cost Programs:  One-third (n=51) of programs are grouped into this category.  The 
cost per completion for these residential programs is less than $26,700. 

• Moderate Cost Programs:  One-third (n=50) of programs are grouped into this category.  
The cost per completion for these residential programs is between $26,700 and $42,825. 

• High Cost Programs: One-third (n=50) of programs are grouped into this category.  The 
cost per completion for these residential programs is $42,826 or greater.

Definitions of Terms 
 
Expected recidivism range:  The expected recidivism rate plus or minus the margin of error (the 
99% confidence interval for the measure of expected recidivism).  If the observed recidivism rate 
falls below the lower limit or exceeds the upper limit of the expected recidivism range, the 
probability that the difference is due to random error is less than 1%. 

Expected recidivism rate:  The average probability of recidivism for youth released from a 
program, based on the risk factors for recidivism.  The risk factors are listed in Appendix 3.   

Included programs:  Residential programs with at least 15 youth released between July 1, 2001 and 
June 30, 2003.  Programs with no releases in FY 2002-03 are excluded from PAM calculations. 

Percentage above expected recidivism range:  The difference between the observed recidivism rate 
for a program and the upper limit of the confidence interval of the expected recidivism rate. 

Percentage below expected recidivism range:  The difference between the observed recidivism rate 
for a program and the lower limit of the confidence interval of the expected recidivism rate. 

Percent difference:  The percent above or below the expected recidivism range. 

Program Accountability Measures (PAM) Score:  The PAM score is calculated by summing the 
program cost measure (weighted by a factor of one-third) and the program effectiveness measure 
(weighted by a factor of two-thirds).  The combined measure is then standardized and transformed 
into a PAM score similar to the typical grading scale where 70 is considered average. 

Program completions:  Youth in the recidivism pool plus the 26 youth who volunteered for the 
Forestry Youth Academy.  While these youth are not included in the recidivism pool, programs are 
given credit for these youth in the calculations of cost per completion.  The programs affected 
include: Terrace, Panther Success Center and Robert E. Lee, Jr. Hall Halfway Houses, Hastings 
Youth Academies- (Moderate and High Risk), Youth Environmental Services, Duval START Center, 
Polk Youth Development Center, STEP I and II, Falkenberg and Manatee Youth Academies, Collier 
Drill Academy and Pinellas, Manatee, Bay and Polk (Male) Boot Camps. 

Program cost per completion:  Total expenditures for each program divided by the number of 
program completions for the two-year period including FY 2001-02 and FY 2002-03 (see definition 
of program completions above and total expenditures below). 

Recidivism:  A subsequent juvenile adjudication, adjudication withheld or adult conviction for an 
offense that occurred within one year of a youth’s release from a Department of Juvenile Justice 
commitment program to the community or a conditional release program. 

Recidivism pool:  A pool of 16,054 youth released from residential programs to the community or a 
conditional release program between July 1, 2001 and June 30, 2003.  Recidivism is tracked for one 
year after each youth’s release.  Therefore, a youth released on June 29, 2002 is tracked till  
June 28, 2003.  Details of the selection of the recidivism pool can be found in the 2004 Outcome 
Evaluation Report available at http://www.djj.state.fl.us/Research/statsnresearch.

Recidivism rate:  The percentage of youth released from a program who recidivated (as defined 
above) within one year after release. 
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Recidivism reduction effect, or program effectiveness index: The difference between the observed 
recidivism rate and the upper limit (for positive differences) or lower limit (for negative differences) 
of the expected recidivism range.  The difference is standardized by dividing it by the standard 
deviation of those differences among all programs in the report. 

Region: One of five regions into which the youth’s residing judicial circuit is categorized.  The 
northeast region includes: Judicial Circuits 4, 5, 7, and 8. The northwest region includes: Judicial 
Circuits 1, 2, 3, and 14.  The west region includes: Judicial Circuits 6, 10, 12, 13, and 20.  The east 
region includes: Judicial Circuits 9, 18, and 19.  The south region includes: Judicial Circuits 11, 15, 
16, and 17. 

Standardization:  Conversion of the separate accountability measures to a uniform scale in order to 
combined them into a single measure; a process similar to converting academic grades to a scale of 
100.  Cost and effectiveness measures are standardized by dividing each program’s value on each of 
the two measures by the standard deviation for the distribution of values for all included programs. 

Total Expenditures (Two-Year Expenditures):  DJJ expenditures plus all other sources of 
government funding including all state, local and federal monies, excluding school funding, for  
FY 2001-02 and FY 2002-03.

Has youth been diagnosed with mental 

health problem or DSM-4 diagnosis? 
• EMPLOYMENT: SRCI variable.  Was youth 16 or older, not employed and not pursuing 

education? 
• RAPED: MAYSI variable. Was youth ever raped or in danger of being raped? 
• WITNESSED SEVERE INJURY OR DEATH: MAYSI variable. Did youth see someone 

severely injured or killed?
